Christ loves us is 

entirely supernatural 
(it is impossible to 

do that without 
depending upon God)



“Faith” = Confident 
obedience to God’s Word 

in spite of 
circumstances and 

consequences



The Old Testament is 
filled with tremendous 
examples of men and 
women who lived by 

faith (they depended 
upon God)





Hebrews 11:1-3



In every example given in 
Hebrews 11 it required 

action steps (these 
individuals believed God 
and moved because of 

faith)





Salvation has ALWAYS 
been by God’s grace 
through faith in the 
Person and Work of 

Jesus Christ 
(the Messiah)



Hebrews 11 starts off 
describing faith

and analyzing how 
faith works

Hebrews 11:1



What is our faith 
secured to and 
attached to?  

What is the object
of our faith?



Because the source of our 
faith is centered upon 

the character of God, it’s 
fully secure and eternally 
trustworthy and reliable

Hebrews 11:1-2



Faith is visible (while our 
eyes might NOT see God 

or fully see how 
everything fits together) 

Faith is recognizable –
there are fruits

attached to faith



These individuals 
believed God (they 

trusted His Promises) 
and clung to His 

character (and God 
never disappointed)



Faith is obediently 
submitting and stepping 

out as sovereign God 
leads and directs



Faith is embracing God’s 
character and promises

and trusting in God 
alone to provide from a 
place of deep conviction



The only way to be found 
acceptable according to 

God’s standard of 
perfection is through 

faith in Jesus

Hebrews 11:1-3



Faith is believing God 
will keep His promises 
despite circumstances 

that on the surface 
might appear to be 

contrary



The type of genuine and 
authentic faith being 

discussed in Hebrews 11 
has 3 profound 

components:



1 – A Firm Conviction 
(God said it and I 

believe it)

2 – A Surrendering 
(because God said it, 

I will obey Him)



3 – Action Steps
(being surrendered 
requires my life to 

resemble Christlikeness-
genuine life change 

occurs)
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
