The Roman Empire

Him killed (john 11)



This set the stage 

for serious tension-

faulty expectations on

one side along with 

fear filled envy and 

hatred on the other



The point of the 

Parable of the 10 minas 

that the Kingdom 

(which was longed for) 

would not be established 

immediately

Zechariah 9:9-10

 is a messianic prophecy 

pointing ahead to the 

messiah- When He will

 arrive and fulfill it

 in full



Zechariah 9:9- clearly 

looked ahead to the 

triumphal entry

Zechariah 9:10- Will 

occur only when 

Jesus returns

fixed what our sin broke 

and now with a restored 

relationship, Jesus will 

return and when He does, 

he will right every wrong
