John 6:26-27

What Jesus is communicating to 
them is a deeper satisfaction, 

which is permanently available
 to ALL who will receive



Solomon in Ecclesiastes 1:2  

“Vanity” = Emptiness; worthlessness; 

or nothingness

Looking back over his entire life, Solomon 

sees the hollowness and lack of lasting 

satisfaction in wordly pursuits



John 6:28-29

Jesus had just told them the 
Son of Man (Himself) would 

give them this bread

John 6:30-33



Jesus corrects them – Moses WASN’T 
the source (he was a foreshadowing) 

God provided manna in the wilderness 
and NOW the true bread out of heaven 

(Jesus) stands before them
John 6:34



“Always Give” reveals the crowd 
was still thinking only in 

temporary terms

John 6:35



Jesus DOESN’T just give bread, 
He is the Bread (Jesus is the Source, 
the Sustenance, and the Satisfaction 

for every hunger and NEED
for our souls)



John 6:36-40

Despite the crowds present 
resistance, Jesus DOESN’T slam

 the door shut on them

John 6:41-50



While no one had ever seen 
God the Father, this crowd 
was looking directly at the 
embodiment of God (Jesus)
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
