receive credit & praise 

(they were )



Like with ALL sin, 

untreated is a 

gateway sin to other sin & . 

more sin (sin DOESN’T 

stay )



Because you HAVEN’T 

included us in this , 

we will your house 

(with you in it)

& did NOTHING)



Gideon displayed 

… used a 

answer to turn away wrath 

… & his answer stopped 

Ephraim in their tracks



Jephthah gets … 

finds … & instigates 

Ephraim, which further 

turned up the
